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Plan Your Painting with Christopher Magadini


Contemporary Impressionist Christopher Magadini will offer a three-day workshop Plan Your Painting from June 26-28, 2009. This plein air workshop will concentrate on key questions to ask and answer before, during and after you paint. The topics will include the principles of light and form, seeing relationships of color and value and ideas concerning composition. These are basics for advanced and beginning artists.


The daily format will include a short lecture, a demonstration, and painting by the participants supervised by the instructor with an end of the day critique. The objectives are to provide three enjoyable days of painting while improving the approach to painting long term. Expect to complete 3-6 paintings over the course of the workshop.

Explains Magadini, “In my workshops I explain and demonstrate the mental tool set I apply while painting.  It has to do with the inquiries I make about the subject in front of me.  The answer to my questions guide what I do in creating the painting.  The subject invariably falls short of what I want the painting to be but it serves as a reference point during the process.”  


“It's important for the artist to develop certain technical abilities so that they can better express the interest they have,” Magadini says. “The development of a set of skills may first require the development of personal discipline.  A person who tends to be impatient may have to take that into consideration when they are starting a painting. Someone who is overly cautious, on the other hand, may need to boldly dive in and strive to overcome their timid inclinations.  The product of all artists is bound to their skill level and personality.”


 Says the instructor, “The goal is to know what you want the result to be and to develop the skill and discipline to achieve it.“  

Magadini's style could be called Contemporary Impressionism although the pastoral quality of his work recalls the naturalism of 19th Century American Landscape Painting. An incredible technician, Magadini is a skilled painter who has synthesized characteristics of these movements - and has even drawn from abstraction - to create his own style where the power of nature to stir the human spirit becomes paramount.
