Introduction to Outdoor Painting, taught by Lou Bonamarte, is about the fun and joy of painting outdoors. This course is the constant changing light source, continual color changes, value, composition and design. If you have some ability to draw what you see, Bonamarte can show you the way to paint what you see and enjoy being outdoors. Sights to be announced. Hollis Dunlap will teach Landscape Painting on May 30 & 31. Working out of doors presents some unique opportunities and challenges for painters. One of the most challenging aspects is the unpredictable nature of the weather and changing light conditions, making it very helpful to have relatively uncomplicated working methods.  With this in mind, students will work with a simple set up of primary colors and small panels.  Each painter will be encouraged to determine a solid compositional idea before applying paint to the canvas, and to continue with that idea for the duration of the painting.  An exciting aspect of painting on-site is that it is ok to do a "sketchier" painting; in fact, this is often necessary since some of the most beautiful and interesting light effects last for shorter time periods.  Dunlap will demonstrate how to effectively set up a composition, apply paint, and mix color in order to get the most out of your time painting outside. Landscape Painting will be held Saturday & Sunday, 9am-4pm, on May 30 & 31


Laurel Friedman will instruct Pastels in the Field. Having immediate responsive color at ones fingertips without the need for solvents and mediums makes pastels the perfect medium for use in the field and for travel. Learn how to use these beautiful sticks of pure color to create fresh brilliant paintings on site. This workshop will be held in the gardens of the Florence Griswold Museum. A model will be present for those wishing to paint the figure outdoors. Landscape painters will find inspiration at every angle. It is time to get out of the studio and experience the great tradition of painting outdoors. This class will run Thursday-Friday, 9am-4pm, on June 11 & 12.
